We are really grateful to the Meyer family for their continued support of the Australian warmblood breeders by 
continuing to supply top-quality frozen semen from their fantastic stallions at commercially realistic prices.  Here you 
can buy semen from top producing stallions at less than half the cost you would pay from some other vendors.  The 
quality of the bloodlines they offer is self-evident.  They have fantastic long-term plans for their stallions and hope to 
produce multiple Grand Prix stars in the next five years or so. 
 
The winner of the competition for a dose of frozen semen at DJWTS was Matthew Archibald from West Gippsland in 
Victoria.  We wish him the best of luck and hope he uses it to produce a great foal.  To all of you who chose to enter 
the competition – better luck next time and hope your 2008 breeding season is a success. 
 
We have been proudly able to add the stunning stallion, Benetton Dream, to our stallion offerings for breeding-
season 2008.  This fantastic son of Brentano II has inherited his grandfather's presence and performed brilliantly in 
open competition, winning the 3-year-old Bundeschampionate.  His semen is available in strictly limited quantities.  
All our supplies of his semen were diverted to the American market so we are now relying on his collections in June 
to provide us with semen from this fantastic horse.  It will be first-in best-dressed.

Hampton 
 
Black stallion/born 2004/16.3 hands 
His Highness/Rotspon/ 
 
In 2007 at the age of three, Hampton passed his stallion 
performance test in Schlieckau as the Reserve Champion 
(total index 132.24). His character, willingness to 
perform, trot, ability to canter and rideability all received 
scores of "very good" (9.0) His walk, canter and ability to 
jump received a score of 8.5. Before he took his test, 
Hampton had already won a series of tests for young 
riding horses, also with very high scores, e.g. first place in 
the Winner's Prize in Elmlohe with 9.0. 
His sire His Highness was a celebrated Champion Stallion, 
winner of his stallion performance test, Champion 
Stallion in Denmark and two-time Bundeschampionat 

finalist. When he turned six he immediately won medium (M/A) level dressage tests and was trained to advanced (S) 
level. Sixteen of his sons were licensed, including two premium stallions, Hochfein and Hendrix. Several of his 
daughters received State Premium candidate status. In 2007, after a ill-fated accident, His Highness had to be put 
down. According to the German FN's estimated breeding value statistics, he ranked fourth among the best German 
riding horse sires.

                                                                             Benetton Dream 

 
Dark brown/2004/17.0 hands 
Brentano/Rotspon/Davignon/Weltmeyer 
 
Benetton Dream is the unbeaten champion in riding horse 
ability classes, the Hanoverian champion of three-year-old 
stallions in 2007, the 2007 Federal Champion of three-
year-old stallions, highest scores in all four riding horse 
ability classes, trot 9,5; canter 9,5; walk 10,0; 
conformation 9,0; overall impression 9,5; final score 9,5. 

Benetton Dream is the unbeaten champion at riding horse 
ability classes, including the Federal Championships in 
Warendorf in 2007. He won the Hanoverian 
Championships of three-year-old stallions on the occasion 
of the World Breeding Championships Dressage for Young 
Horses in Verden in 2007. In front of a home crowd, he 
was the dominating competitor at the qualifier and the 

final. He convinced the judges who described him as being an “expressive Hanoverian stallion, true to type, of 
exceptional quality”! Benetton was the favourite at the 2007 Federal Championships of three-year-old stallions in 
Warendorf, and he left all competitors behind. He achieved the highest scores in all four riding horse ability classes. 
His perfect, ground-covering and supple walk was judged with the fantastic score of 10,0 in both tests. 

Benetton Dream’s frozen semen has now been used in Britain, Europe and the USA with success. 

 



 
 Hendrix 
 
Chestnut stallion/born 2004/16.2 hands 
 
Hendrix was a premium stallion at the southern German licensing in 2007 and 
finished his stallion performance test in Schlieckau as the 2nd Reserve 
Champion, clearly winning the index for dressage with a score of 130.15. His 
best scores were for his gaits with a 9.25 for rideability and an 8.5 for jumping. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Monte Bellini 
 
Bay stallion/born 2002/16.2 hands 
 
In 2007 Monte Bellini won the Bundeschampionat final in the class for five-
year old show jumpers with the highest scores ever given and a clear margin 
between him and the second placed horse. In the first round he received 9.5 
and with 9.7 in the second round, this premium stallion and performance test 
winner certainly earned the title.  His rider Marco Kutscher, who was 
European Champion and Olympic bronze winner twice with Monte Bellini's 
sire, attested Monte Bellini’s "talent just like Montender's paired with inner tranquillity.“ Joachim Geilfuß, the 
speaker for the ground jury, was also full of praise, "They don't get much better“.  
Monte Bellini, in October 2007 "Horse of the Month" in Westphalia, sired numerous premium foals, including 
coveted auction candidates. 

 
Swarovski 
 
Black stallion/2004/Oldenburg/17 hands 
Sandro Hit/Don Gregory/Rubenstein 
 
Glossy black stallion, the 1st Reserve Champion of the 
Oldenburg licensing in 2006 radiates unbelievable elegance with 
an optimum of elasticity throughout his entire body – a top 
Oldenburg stallion too good to be true! He can't deny his great 
grandsire Rubinstein either!  The first off-spring by his sire 
Sandro Hit are now successful in advanced (S) level dressage all 
the way up to Grand Prix and show the great performance 
potential of their immensely popular sire. His dam,  , brings the 
same proven bloodline combination (Don Gregory x Rubinstein) 
that the spectacular Champion Stallion and Dressage World 
Champion Don Davidoff has. She is from the 

Hessenstein/Trakehner mare line of Heide which often produced top horses such as the two top auction horses 
Floral Dance by Furioso II (full brother of the great granddam) and Stradivari as well as many premium mares, 
dressage horses and show jumpers that reached the highest classes. 
 



At his 30-day test in Neustadt-Dosse, Swarovski easily won the dressage index, setting standards with a score of 9.25 
for rideability, an 8.88 for characteand temperament, an 8.63 for his trot, an 8.63 for his canter and an 8.25 for his 
walk. First places with outstanding scores followed in tests for young riding horses (e.g. 9.5 for his trot and canter).

Black-Brown/2005/16.3 &1/2 hands 
Competent/Picard/Dainyo xx 
 
 This second Reserve Champion Stallion in the group of dressage stallions 
at the Hanoverian licensing in Verden looks like he comes from a fairy 
tale: A black coat trimmed with a bit of brown and an ideally formed 
body – a large riding-horse physique harmoniously joined to form a 
perfect picture from the side; a star to decorate his open face and four 
white socks that give the illusion that he's suspended in air when he 
moves. There's also maximum elasticity in every phase of his movement 
and over the jump as well. He masters all of his tasks with a good mind, 
skill and ability. In short: a stallion that can do anything! 
 
His raiser, Heinrich Ramsbrock, said, "In all these years I have rarely seen 
a horse with the first class double talent he has. And that is exactly what 
makes his so special. There certainly aren't many like him around."  His 
sire Competent has the reputation of being a stallion of many trades, 
finishing his stallion performance test in the top group in dressage as well 

as jumping.   As it turns out, his first off-spring mainly show an outstanding talent for dressage; but then there's a 
concentration of the legendary Hanoverian "G" blood -  Glückspilz, Graphit and Gotthard.  
     
There's another optimal connection to Gotthard, a stallion of the century, through the dam's sire Picard, a 
Hanoverian champion stallion, and his dam Gaby. 
     

Semen Orders 
 
It is essential that orders for semen from Benetton Dream and Swarovski are placed and confirmed as soon as 
possible.  The semen from both these horses is in limited quantities and will be supplied on a first-come, best-
dressed basis.  There will be no more semen from Benetton Dream available this season once the 10 doses that are 
left are sold.  All other orders for semen, which we do not regularly keep in stock, need to be in by the end of July.  
 
If you wish semen from any of these stallions please complete the order form available on the website ASAP 
www.elitefrozenfoals.com    Once your payment is received we will reserve your semen.  We guarantee it will be 
delivered before 30/09/2008 at the latest or you will be offered a full refund. 
 
A discount is offered if you purchase 3 or more doses from the one stallion.  Please refer to our website 
www.elitefrozenfoals.com   for all the details on our stallions.  Contracts are also available to down load. 
 
Most of the Hengststation Meyer semen is available ex-stock now at the quoted prices on the website.  All of their 
stallions will be available after the 30/9/2008 at the latest. 
 

Elite Frozen Foals Breeding Services – 2008 
 
We will again offer our specialist frozen semen services to warmblood breeders in 2008.  We will limit the number of 
mares we take to ensure we can adequately house them and service their reproductive needs.  Bookings are 
essential so get in early if you have plans to send a mare for foaling down or insemination. 
 
The cost of our services will have increased approx 5% from last year and the cost of agistment has increased 10%.  
These price rises are made unavoidable as a result of increased hay, grain, and fertilizer costs.  The prices can be seen

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Rest assured that all visiting mares will return home in excellent condition.  We will move heaven and earth to make 
sure they are also pregnant!  You are welcome to visit us at any time and inspect our facilities. 
 

Recent Auction Results in Germany 
 
There are vastly divergent opinions in Australia about the merits of a range of German warmblood sires.  However, 
there are a few sires whose progeny continue to top the market of riding stock and elite foals at the Hanoveraner 
and Oldenburg auctions in northern Germany. 
 
Sandro Hit and his sons Stedinger, Sir Donnerhall and Sunny Boy continue to impress with their young-stock prices 
with the new young Sandro Hit sons Swarovski and San Amour now joining their brothers.  Even the Hanoverian sales 
are showing strong interest in the SH lines, with ancillary lines such as Londonderry, or Lauries Crusader offspring 
also being very popular. 
 
If you wish to know what is considered professionally respectable in the European market keep your eye on the 
auction results.  If you are looking for an infusion of the R (Rubenstein) line you cannot go past Rohdiamant or one of 
his sons.  However, many sons of this line have suffered from the infertility of their father to varying degrees. 
 

 
 

The Warmblood Market 
 
It is always difficult to judge the "health" of the market for Warmblood horses.  Warmbloods are a very expensive 
commodity to produce if the breeders choose to use imported frozen semen to optimize the quality of the foals they 
produce. 
 
Let's take a look at the average cost of producing a FS foal.  We know it costs around $3000 per year to feed and 
house a broodmare.  The semen will cost a minimum of (approx.) $1000 per insemination dose and the vet costs per 
insemination should be around $600.  If we allow for roughly 2 cycles per pregnancy then you have a raw cost of 
$6200 per foal produced and we are not talking about top-shelf stallions here! 
 
If we use the standard TB industry multiplier the foals should sell for about four times the service fee.  A Sandro Hit 
foal should cost a minimum of 11,200 euros ($19,000) while a Hampton foal should cost 3600 euros ($8,000) inc. vet 
costs.  Once the foals pass 12 months of age their cost increases by around $1000 every 3 months until sold.  If they 
get to the point where they are being educated then you need to allow $3000 for the breaking-in process. 
 
The market for quality Warmblood horses by German stallions remains an arbitrage between the cost of quality 
stock in Germany, the cost of importing stock to Australia, and the cost of producing quality frozen-semen foals here 
in Australia.  So, let's take a look at the equation: 
 
 -Cost to import average mature horse from Germany (inc. GST)   $25,000 
 -Cost of reasonable/good quality yearling in Germany    $12,000 
 
So, a yearling with good breeding should cost $35-40,000 imported from Germany to Australia.  This has a 
constraining influence on the value of domestically-bred progeny by FS sires, limiting the top end of the market to 



$25-35,000.  However, you should remember that a top-quality foal in Germany will cost 30-50,000 euros, giving a 
landed cost in Oz of $100,000 for a top-quality youngster.  This makes the locally-bred stock cheap by any measure!  
We have offered 20,000 euros for a 1-week-old colt foal in Germany and been knocked back!

This is the first time we have offered for sale a frozen-semen filly from our breeding program.  In this case we are 
actually offering the choice of 2 superb fillies we have bred, both of which we would be happy to retain.  HB 
Diamonds Are Forever (De Niro x Lunchtime xx) is a gorgeous filly with breath-taking movement.  She was the pick of 
our last foal crop according to Hanke Ostermann, our German stud groom.  She has an elastic walk, a super-
expressive trot, and personality to burn. She is dark brown/black with four white socks and will impress anyone 
under saddle. 
 
Our Fürst Heinrich filly from Grace (L. Graceful - L. Gandalf x Lander) is growing into a beautiful, leggy young lady.  
Grace has produced excellent foals previously by Briar and Sandro Hit.  This FH filly is absolutely typical of other FH 
progeny we have been associated with - refined, tall, athletic and impressive.  This is Grace's first filly by a stallion 
who is now deceased and whose semen is no longer available.  You would struggle to find a quality filly like this in 
Germany.  She's a beautiful filly with a fantastic competitive career ahead of her and a breeding future you could 
only dream about. 
 
We have a few other horses for sale at very realistic prices, ranging from a weanling to broodmares.  All are either by 
frozen semen stallions or in foal to frozen semen stallions.  This is an opportunity to acquire a top-quality warmblood 
at a realistic price with terms available. 
 

Back to Germany 
 
We will be heading back over to Germany in mid-July for 3 weeks.  We hope to visit our semen suppliers and many 
others of our friends over there.  Most important will be the time we spend with our son Andrew who is spending 12 
months in Germany on a student-exchange program. 
 
While in Germany we will take the opportunity to visit the Rastede show and the National Foal championships and 
Lienen.  It’s great to be able to see the best of what is being bred so we can come home and see how far we still have 
to go with our breeding efforts!  They do produce some lovely horses over there so the visits are always inspirational.  
We mustn’t get frustrated by the impossible goal of trying to catch up.
